Reading with your children
Your children will develop a love of books if you read to them and when they are able get them to read to you.

There are many lovely books for your children to read. When children start to read it is a good idea to use illustrated books. The children will learn the words associated with the pictures through repetition and you may well find them reading to their favourite toys, even though they might be using their memory rather than reading as such. Eventually though the word patterns and letter shapes will become familiar as will the reading of books written in English to be read from front to back, from the top of the page down and from left to right.
